(A) Installation Guide 

�  Step01: Before placing the camera mount on the dashboard of your vehicle, 

put the camera on it Let the fixed slot of camera opposite to the slot of the 

camera mount and connect them with the screw cap.  

�    Adjust the corresponding angle them tighten the screw cap slightly in order 

to adjust the angle in the future. 

As right Image instruction: 

 
 

�  Step02: Tear the two-sided adhesive off the bottom of the camera mount, and 

put it to the corresponding position of the vehicle.  Through pressing the 

laser pointer light switch repeatedly to confirm the general position of which 

will be recorded. When pressing the laser pointer light switch, the laser 

pointer light will send out a red light indicating the position that light spot will 

focus on its area of recording.  Press the camera mount firmly and make 

sure it has connected well to the vehicle.

Step03: When you complete view angle adjust, please tight up your screw cap. 

 

(B) Start Using: 

�  To activating the Camera by pressing the POWER SWITCH.

�  Two Power options: 

(a) Use 3 AAA batteries  

(b) Connect the 12V DC power cord to vehicle’s cigarette lighter. 

(C) Recording: 

�  Step01: Start Recording: Press laser switch to adjust target angle, then 

press power switch for 3 sec to active camera WORK LED (A) light on and 

power start �  press (play) button 3 sec then (A) WORK LED start flashing 

and recording. 

�  Step02: Stop Recording: Press (play) button 3 sec (WORK LED (A)) 

indication from flashing to be light on and standby, recording film files shell be 

store on SD/MMC card. 

 Warning: None of even active 1 minute after auto shut down power 

 

(D) Video Output Connector (TV-Out) 

�  Connect the AV-out link to the TV or other terminals and the recorded file will 

display on the screen. 

    (Note: Latest recorder film and playing first; If playing movie you can’t 

black down to stop, must till to final then next one to play.)

(E) Note: 

�  This device records in cycle.  When the storage medium is full, it will record 

from the beginning again and erase over the previously recorded materials 

automatically. 

�  The storage medium will be formatted before recording again.  It will have 

1~2 seconds pause time, and namely the contents in the 1~2 seconds will not 

be recorded. 

�  When the device is in work state and the low power indicator (B) flickers, it 

indicates that the power level is not sufficient and that you will need to 

replace the batteries if you are using the battery power.
